sitting on the couch watching television.
NATURE. With metal detecting, you'll find yourself wandering over hill and dale, ~,/ -
enjoying the fresh air and the sights of nature. You go 1o parks and see all kinds of I

wildlife. Tf you get into nugget hunting, you find yourself scrambling over rocks and

along remote sireiches of the American River, or up in Yuba country. Ofientimes, you will stop and look at the birds, or the
wind in the trees. You know, it can be a real pleasure.

PEOPLE. Contrary to the image of a lone ranger on a isolated beach, the typical metal detector hobbyist is quite social.
Metal detecting clubs and hunting pariners make this a group sport. You have 1o ask permission io search private land, so
interaction with land owners and park rangers is a must. Besides, you soon find yourself showing curious folks in the park
how it works, or giving a demonstration to the grand-kids. 3%
HISTORY. Back in 1964, the U.S.Mint stopped making silver dimes and quarters. The Holy Grail for metal  ji
detecting, then, is 1o find the old silver coins. To accomplish this, you have to know your history. What schools and parks
swere around back then? Where can T get some of that action? As you begin 1o find old toys, antique household items, and
historic relics, you develop an even deeper interest in the history of your town. Finding square nails, old metal butions, and
bullet shell casings becomes fascinating for their historical significance. %

TREASURE. Ultimately, the biggest pleasure of metal detecting is

finding coins, tokens, toys, jewelry, and
valuable minerals. You can throw the coins into a loose=change jar, TCiwt it et |

Metal detecting is fun. Tt gets you out and moving and engaged in activities. Realistically, you cannot
expect tostrike it rich with that elusive rare reasure. But, there is something rewarding about finding
things for free.
